In collaboration with H.O.P.E., within three
weeks after the earthquake we safely airlifted and
distributed medicines and supplies to those who fled from
Port-au-Prince to the northern region of Borgne to H.O.P.E.'s
make-shift M.A.S.H. unit on the ground.
